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Facility Management System and Energy Conservation Measures Reduces Energy Consumption 


East Rockaway School District, East Rockaway, New York

East Rockaway School District educates 1,500 students attending three schools. One elementary school, one middle school and a high school covers 250,000 square feet of space.

Challenges:

• Maximize the operating and energy efficiency of all three districts school buildings.

• Reduce increasing utility and maintenance costs.

• Provide students and teachers with a safe, clean, comfortable learning environment.
Solutions:

• Enter into an 18-year, $1 million Performance Contract with Johnson Controls, Inc. to replace or upgrade the lighting in all three schools.

• Install a Metasys Facility Management System (FMS) to monitor and control the heating in all three schools.

• Install two new dual fuel burners in the High School, install two new gas fired domestic hot water heaters in the High School , install two new Smith boilers with dual fuel burners in the Centre Ave. School, and install one new domestic hot water heater in the Centre Ave School

• Replace or upgrade the lighting in all three schools approximately 1,700 fixtures.

Results:

• Reduced the school district’s operational and energy expenditures by more than $70,000 a year, totaling over $1.1 million in the next eighteen years. 

• Created a comfortable, productive learning environment for both teachers and students.
