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Partnering for Change


The Bay Area and the City of Oakland are innovative communities that embrace new technology to improve their citizens’ quality of life.  The Energy Star® monitor power management campaign is about more than just new technology or being environmentally responsible – it will save businesses and communities thousands of dollars each year and reduce California’s energy consumption.  The following partners have demonstrated a commitment to the monitor power management movement:
Alameda County:

Seven different departments in the county have completed implementation of EZ Save software on approximately 740 computers, thus turning on power management features on the monitors. Additional departments, including the Department of Social Services with 2,200 computers, will be enabled soon.  The remaining county departments with another 3,000 to 4,000 computers also are considering EZ Save implementation.

Alameda County consists of Alameda, Albany, Berkeley, Castro Valley, Dublin, Emeryville, Fremont, Hayward, Livemore, Newark, Oakland, Piedmont, Pleasanton, San Leandro, San Lorenzo, and Union City.  Alameda County is governed by a Board of Supervisors consisting of five members, each of whom is elected on a non-partisan basis from a separate district where he/she lives.
East Bay Municipal Utility District (EBMUD):

Working closely with Energy Star, EBMUD completed implementation of the EZ Save software in mid-July on approximately 1,450 computers. 

EBMUD supplies water and provides wastewater treatment for parts of Alameda and Contra Costa counties on the eastern side of San Francisco Bay in northern California.  Approximately 1.3 million people are served by EBMUD's water system in a 325-square-mile area extending from Crockett on the north, southward to San Lorenzo (encompassing the major cities of Oakland and Berkeley), eastward from San Francisco Bay to Walnut Creek, and south through the San Ramon Valley.  The wastewater system serves approximately 640,000 people in an 83-square-mile area of Alameda and Contra Costa counties along the Bay's east shore, extending from Richmond on the north, southward to San Leandro.
Goodwill Industries:

This summer, Goodwill Industries completely upgraded its office by enabling 187 computers with the EZ Save software.  Goodwill plans to use the money that will be saved from this initiative to help fund an existing program designed to teach people with disabilities and other disadvantaging conditions to use computer technology, helping them to become more employable.

Goodwill Industries provides people with the tools they need to succeed in the workplace.  The organization is one of the world's largest nonprofit providers of employment and training services for people with disabilities and other disadvantaging conditions such as welfare dependency, illiteracy, criminal history, and homelessness.
The Trust for Public Land (TPL):

In May, TPL began using the EZ Save software to enable its computer monitors.  It is worth noting that upon completion of the upgrade, TPL’s IT manager strongly endorsed the software’s use indicating that it’s so simple to use that any IT manager should easily be able to implement it.  Since this spring, TPL has enabled 150 machines in its San Francisco offices and is planning to duplicate efforts in other offices around the nation.

TPL is a national conservation organization dedicated to protecting land for people. Since 1972, TPL has protected more than 1.2 million acres nationwide. TPL believes that connecting people to the land deepens the public's appreciation of nature and the commitment to protect it. The Wall Street Journal's Smart Money Magazine recently named TPL the nation's most efficient large conservation charity, based on the percentage of funds dedicated to programs. Mills College:

The college polled 300 Windows-based machined with EZ Save and found approximately 50 percent of their monitors were already enabled for power management.  With this information, their IT staff manually enabled the remaining 150 machines and activated the power management features on 300 Macintosh machines.

The City of Gilroy:

Since June 2001, the City of Gilroy has implemented EZ Save software on more than 155 computers.

Gilroy, located near the Monterey Bay, Santa Cruz, the San Joaquin Valley, and the San Francisco Bay Area is best known as the "Garlic Capital of the World," and home of the annual Garlic Festival in July. The City is also known for its peaceful residential environment, its award-winning parks, golf course and recreation programs, and for its "urban forest," for which the City has won Tree City USA awards annually since 1979. 
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
