Computers are only used an average of four hours each business day, but continue to consume energy even when idle.  Most of the energy used by computers and monitors is wasted because 65 percent of computers and monitors are left on at night and 45 percent of monitors are not enabled for power management.  The Energy Star Million Monitor Drive is helping organizations like [your organization] eliminate waste by making the organization wide activation of monitor power management quick and easy.  

"Power management of computer monitors is an easy way to save energy and cut operational costs," said Steve Ryan, EPA Program Manager.  "To assist organizations with implementing power management, Energy Star has developed the EZ Save software tool that permits network administrators to enable hundreds, or even thousands, of monitors in little time and at no cost."
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For offices across the country, enabling power management can mean thousands of kilowatt-hours - and dollars - saved each year.  In fact, for every 1,000 monitors in an organization, an organization can expect to save 200,000 kilowatt-hours per year, or about $20,000 in energy bills at 10 cents per kWh.  

In addition to EZ Save, organizations can enable computer monitors with existing functions found on Windows 2000 and XP systems, or by using the EZ Wizard, a tool that helps individual users enable their desktops simply by clicking on a link that can be placed on any Web site.  

Energy Star has created presentations and workshops and is providing on-site technical support to educate organizations about monitor power management and assist in the use of EZ Wizard and the EZ Save software.
